The online journal is our way of recording your child’s development and journey from Nursery
through to the end of their Reception year. It includes photographs and observations of
significant moments during their time with us which link to the Early Years Curriculum that we
follow. It would be extremely helpful if you could occasionally upload any ‘wow’ developmental
moments at home so that we are able to see learning opportunities in your child’s home context
as well as at school. You will notice this year that there will be less observations throughout the
year. In Reception a lot of our learning is recorded in our whole class floor books, so we will only
upload observations that we feel are developmentally significant or to share with you special
moments in class.

This year we have decided to introduce Home Adventure books. Every Monday, the children have
so many stories to share from their weekend adventures but there isn’t always time for everyone
to stand at the front to share these. If your child has something they wish to add to their book,
you're invited to add a photo, draw a picture and write about your weekend. That way, your child
can share their news throughout the week. We look forward to seeing what you get up to!
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
